Poster Presentation Guidelines

Posters should be readable by viewers five feet away. The message should be clear and
understandable without oral explanation. The following guidelines have been prepared to help improve
the effectiveness of poster communication.
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Initial Sketch - Plan your poster early. Focus your attention on a few key points. Try various
styles of data presentation to achieve clarity and simplicity. Does the use of color help? What
needs to be expressed in words? Suggest headlines and text topics.

Rough Layout - Enlarge your best initial sketch, keeping the dimensions in proportion to the
final poster (see diagram). Ideally, the rough layout should be full size. A blackboard is a
convenient place to work. Print the title and headlines. Indicate text by horizontal lines. Draw
rough graphs and tables. This will give you a good idea of proportions and balance. If you are
working with an artist, show him or her the poster layout. Ask associates for comments. This is
still an experimental stage.

Final Layout - The artwork is complete. The text and tables are typed, but not necessarily
enlarged to full size. Now ask, is the message clear? Do the important points stand out? Is
there a balance between words and illustrations? Is there spatial balance? Is the pathway
through the poster clear?

Balance - The figures and tables should cover slightly more than 50% of the poster area. If you
have only a few illustrations, make them large. Do not omit the text, but keep it brief. The poster
should be understandable without oral explanation.

Topography - Avoid abbreviations, acronyms, and jargon. Use a consistent font throughout.
An 81/2" x 11" sheet of paper enlarged 50% makes the text readable from five feet.

Eye Movement - The movement (pathway) of the eye over the poster should be natural, down
the columns or along the rows. Size attracts attention. Arrows, pointing hands, numbers, and
letters can help clarify the sequence.

Simplicity - Resist the temptation to overload the poster. More material may mean less
communication.
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The poster-board surface area is 3'8" high and 5'6" wide. Prepare a 6" high headline strip that runs the
full width of the poster. Include the title, authors, and affiliations on the strip in letters not less than 1"
high. Post a large-typed copy of your abstract in the upper left-hand corner, including the program
number (this is found in the Program and may be entered at the meeting). Bring your own pushpins.



Poster Policy

e Presenters must mount their posters no later than 8:30AM on their day of presentation.

o Presenters are expected to be at their poster boards during the assigned session presentation
time, as designated by each society.

e Posters must remain on display all day from 8:30AM — 5:00PM (except on Wednesday.)

e Posters that do not remain on display all day during their assigned day may at the discretion
of the programming society, be ineligible for awards.

e Recording (photographing, audio taping or videotaping) any presentation/session is
PROHIBITED, except by an EB-authorized agent or by First Authors who want to
photograph their poster presentation.

E-Posters

EB invites all poster authors to upload a PDF file of their poster for online viewing for EB attendees only
after the meeting concludes. For your convenience, Mira Digital Publishing will have a booth in the
registration area of the San Diego Convention Center with a computer terminal and staff to assist you in
uploading your file.

Poster Printing

Mira Digital Publishing will be offering poster printing services including on-site delivery of your poster
directly to the Conference for a fee starting at $60. Additional information will be included in your
confirmation email and sent separately by Mira Digital Publishing with the file requirements and online
order form.
